RULES OF THE COMPETITION  

Please note that these rules will be strictly adhered to throughout the event and failure to comply will result 

in disqualification or removal from venue.  

1. Age to be taken as on the 1st of January 2010.  Proof of age, to be provided, if requested by the event organisers. 

2. Entries accepted only from teachers registered with An Coimisiun le Rinci Gaelacha. Entries will also only be accepted on enclosed official entry forms, which must be 

fully completed and signed by the teacher.  Entries will only be accepted from ǘŜŀŎƘŜǊǎΩ en-block and not on an individual basis.  The dancers FULL FIRST NAME 

AND SURNAME must be entered in BLOCK CAPITALS ALONG WITH THEIR DATE OF BIRTH AND GRADINGS. Organisers cannot be held responsible for incorrect 

grading of dancers. 

3. The Adjudicators decision is final. Adjudicators only to be approached by event organisers. 

4. Any objections must be made in writing to the organisers, within 1 hour, signed by the objector and accompanied by a fee of £25, which will be returned if the 

objection is sustained. 

5. All trophies/cups are perpetual challenge cups. The recipients are responsible for the loss or damage and for the safe return of the cup prior to the beginning of the 

event the following year. All challenge cups must be signed for by the recipient or guardian and teacher. 

6. Video cameras will not be allowed on the premises, any breach of this rule will result in a warning and then following a subsequent incident will be asked to leave the 

venue for the remainder of the event. 

7. Changing facilities will be provided within each dance area, and must be used when changing at all times.  These will be for the safety and modesty of all and any 

breach of this ruling will not be tolerated. 

8. Dress code is strictly in accordance with An Coimisiun ruling and will be observed: no dancers will be allowed to walk around scantily dressed. 

9. Competitors to be ready in their appropriate dance attire and ready to dance 1 hour prior to timetable. Competitors must dance in strict numerical order; otherwise 

they may lose their right to dance. 

10. Any competitor found to be using any artificial carriage aids and subsequently refuses to remove same will be subject to disqualification from that particular 

competition.  Medically prescribed apparatus, proof of which will be required, will be exempt from this ruling.  

11. Competitors and event organisers will only be allowed at stage side. 

12. No teachers, parents or dancers will be allowed to coach from the side lines or within the crowd setting.  Any such coaching will not be tolerated under any 

circumstances.  This is very off putting to young / inexperienced dancers.  Anyone who continues to ignore this will be asked to leave the venue for the rest of 

the event and will be reported to An Coimisiun.  

13. The event organisers will, as far as is practicable, provide stage surfaces suitable for dancing.  However, the event organisers cannot accept any liability for injuries 

sustained while on stage.  The lodgement of an entry will be deemed to be an acceptance of this provision by the dancer. 

14. Entrance into/ out of the venue will be monitored via photographic passes for competitors, teachers, adjudicators and staff plus prepaid weekend passes all of which 

must be worn at all times, other entries have different coloured banding for individual days.  Dancers are exempt from wearing IDs while competing, but will be 

required to wear them at all other times.  TCRGs must provide official An Coimisiun ID before entrance card will be given, this must always be carried with them, 

as IDs can and will be spot checked. Anyone found flaunting this ruling could be asked to leave the event and be prevented from participating in future events. 
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15. Abusive language and/or behaviour, either on or off the competition site or within the accommodation hired while attending this event, will not be tolerated under 

any circumstances.  Anyone acting in such a manner will be asked to leave the event and a report sent to their school and also their Regional Council.

17. Designated smoking areas are provided as smoking in any other part of the venue is strictly prohibited.

19. Speeds will be in accordance with the Scottish Regional Council.

25b. Beginner and Primary competitions are confined to dancers within Scotland. Speeds will be stipulated by the Scottish Regional Council 

26. Beginners are only permitted to dance steps equivalent to the basic steps.  Any competitor performing steps of a harder degree of difficulty in the beginner grade 

may be disqualified from that particular competition. 

27. BEGINNER: A dancer winning 1st or 2nd in BEGINNER grade must dance that particular dance in PRIMARY grade FROM THEN ON. 

28. PRIMARY: A dancer winning a 1st in Primary grade must dance that particular dance in INTERMEDIATE grade for a period of at least 12 months. 

29. INTERMEDIATE: A dancer winning a 1st in INTERMEDIATE grade must dance that particular dance in OPEN grade for a period of at least 12 months. 

30. OPEN: A dancer winning 1st, 2nd, or 3rd in OPEN grade must dance that particular dance in OPEN for a period of at least 12 months. 

31. Where competitions have 5 or fewer dancers these grading regulations do not apply. 

32. OPEN CHAMPIONSHIPS: A dancer winning a 1st, 2nd, or 3rd in an Open Championship, must remain OPEN for the dances performed in that Championship for a 

period of at least 12 months. 

33. PRELIMINARY CHAMPIONSHIPS: Must have a minimum of 5 competitors.  Dancers who have been placed in the top 3 in a mixed Open Championship or have been 

placed 1st in a Preliminary Championship since July 2009 are not eligible 

34. DANCERS MUST be in FULL COSTUME and APPROPRIATE FOOTWEAR when receiving awards. 

35. Championships winners MUST be in FULL COSTUME as was worn in their Championships (inc. wigs, shoes etc.) when competing in the Grand Champion 

competitions. 

36. Fully qualified Medicaid Scotland First Aiders and security will be available within each dance hall, practice area and at designated points throughout the venue 

while competitions are in progress, for anyone in the unfortunate situation of requiring them.  Also list of all emergency numbers will be provided for each 

school attending so that they may relay them to their competitors, should they so require them, in the interests of Health and Safety for all. 

37. Late entries constitute double fees and would be at the discretion of the organisers.   No entries accepted after 30 June 2010. 
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38. A One-way entry and exit system will be in place for the safety and speed of processing of all entrants to the venue.  A separate entry point will be in position for all 

of those in possession of a wheelchair or Childs pushchair, as the main entrance is staircase only.  The exit point will be for all entrants, able bodied and disabled 

alike as there are ramps at that exit as well as stairs. 

39. Organisers reserve the right to change the syllabus or cancel the event within a reasonable time frame, taking into consideration the arrangements of the 

International travellers; this will be in accordance with An Coimisiun le Rinci Gaelacha 

40. Only competitors and their travelling companions from the Emerald Aisle Invitational Championships may take advantage of the coach transfer option to the British 

Nationals in Manchester.  This must be pre booked and pre paid with entries to the Emerald Aisle Invitational Championships, this cannot be added on once at 

the Championships, as coaches will be booked in accordance with the numbers requiring seats from booking forms.
